Our neighborhood looks good thanks to our homeowners taking excellent care of their properties.  Our Management Company will resume their regular walk-throughs soon.  This enables us to notify homeowners of any potential areas of concern and address these issues in a timely fashion.

Please look at your property and take care of any weeds, bushes/hedges/shrubs/palm trees that may need pruning.  Please remember that any removal of trees/palms needs ARC approval.  If you have any trees that have branches that overhang the road, these need to have 14ft. clearance.  This is not a HOA requirement, but a requirement of Lee County Fire, as there needs to be enough clearance for a firetruck to have free access in case of an emergency.
Now that rainy season is ending, please look at your driveways and roofs.  If they are showing signs of dirt or discolor, please arrange to have them cleaned. Likewise if your mailbox and post needs painting this is time to do it.
Please take note that any outside structural work on your home needs ARC approval.  This includes installation of any type of hurricane protection, painting, installation of porch screens as well as installation of roofs, gutters, windows and any modifications to your driveway/path way.   If in doubt, call Matt Deavers for clarification.  A rule of thumb: if you are using the services of a contractor, you will most likely need ARC approval.
